The Concept;

A grid + An irregular line

At the End of the Path he/she finds a Bright light that indicates the hope and freedom, but he/she will find his/herself in an open to the sky Jail which indicates the Restricted Freedom and was represented in the project with a Deep Hole.

The visitor has to get out of this Hole by a long Stairs to show that the Freedom Way

 is Tough and Hard.
Finally, the visitor gets his/her Freedom by ended his/her journey with an open view of The Old City of Jerusalem and The Rock of The Dom “ City of Peace”.
